REMARKS

i) Disinsection: Please note that all aircraft landing in Seychelles must be disinsected prior to landing. The disinsection should be carried out “blocks away” and the empty canisters should be kept and shown to the Seychelles health authorities on arrival. On arrival all doors and windows should remain closed until Environment Health personnel gives clearance. 

ii) Passenger Service Fee (PSF): All departing passengers (visitors) aged 12 and above are required to pay a Passenger Service Fee (PSF) of US$ 40. Transit passengers (those who do not leave the airport premises) are not required to pay the PSF.

iii) Payment of fuel: US dollar draft, Air BP or Air BP Sterling Carnet. Prepayment by telegraphic transfer, World Fuel Service Card, UV Air Card, Credit agreement with Agip Petroli-Rome.

iv) Air Navigation Fees: Payment for flights within Seychelles Flight Information Region (FIR) will be billed through IATA Clearing House, Switzerland. Payments should be effected within 30 days upon receipt of invoice, clearly indicating which invoice is being settled.

v) Agriculture & Quarantine requirements: The importation of fresh plants and plant produce, animals and animal products require necessary permits from the Ministry of Agriculture and Marine Resources of Seychelles prior to importation. Phytosanitary and veterinary certificates from the country of origin must also accompany the consignment(s) upon arrival in Seychelles. Requests for permits can be obtained from:
